Riding Pattern
1. 	 Enter the arena at a walk going to the right.

2. 	 Pick up the lope (you should be on your left lead).

3. 	 Complete one figure eight (two lead changes), making your changes in the center of your circles.

4. 	 After you have made your second lead change, close your circle and stop (you should have made 
two complete circles).

5. 	 After your horse has settled, back about 10 to 15 feet. Then stop.

6. 	 Make a quarter turn to your right.

7. 	 Pick up your left lead to start your Queen’s Wave. Go around the arena one full time at a 
controlled fast pace giving your wave.

8. 	 Come to a slide stop at the point where you started your Queen’s Wave.

9. 	 Walk your horse over to the judge, dismount and mount again.

10. 	 Once you have mounted, walk your horse out of the arena.
